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Dear Friends, 

Most know by now that I 

just returned from spending 

two weeks in Peru with my 

brother and nine others 

from North Carolina.  My 

purpose in going to Peru 

was to visit Machu Picchu, 

an ancient Inca archaeo-

logical site, by hiking the 

Inca Trail. 

Hiking the Inca Trail takes 

four days and is only 28 

miles.  The difficulty is not 

the distance but the alti-

tude.   The hike begins at 

9000 feet but by the second 

day the trail ascends to 

15,000 feet.  Obviously, 

some preparation was 

needed before starting my 

adventure. 

For months prior to going, 

I trained by hiking the 

peaks of the Blue Ridge 

Mountains around Ashe-

ville, which are only hills 

compared to the Andes in 

South America.  I brought 

equipment, purchased my 

plane ticket, and made ac-

commodations through an 

agency specializing in Pe-

ruvian adventures.  I was 

excited.  I could hardly 

wait to experience the 

breathtaking views of the 

Andean Mountains and test 

my endurance. Finally, I 

arrived in Peru and was 

ready to begin the hike to 

Machu Picchu. 

Life has a way of giving us 

less than we expect. On the 

morning the hike began, I 

got sick and ended up in a 

medical clinic in Cuzco, 

Peru for two days and 

spend another two days 

recuperating at a local hos-

tile.  My friends went on 

without me.  What a disap-

pointment!  I was angry 

and resentful about the 

wasted time and resources I 

had spent preparing for 

something that seemed to 

end in failure. 

How do we deal with dis-

appointment and unmet 

expectations?  

That’s part of my spiritual 

journey I keep repeating.  

The one thing I have 

learned is not to sugar-coat 

 Continued on pg.

The basis for that appeal is 

faith. 

Paul (my husband, not the saint!) does 

not routinely hold forth on scripture, yet 

he repeatedly surprises me with con-

densed pearls of wisdom, delivered out of 

 

the experience by thinking of it as 

some wonderful opportunity to learn 

something new about my spiritual 

journey.  That just doesn’t work for 

me.  I may learn something from the 

experience, but being sick, missing 

the trek was not a pleasant experience. 

I do know that the spiritual journey is a 

process of letting go.  So, how do I let go 

of the resentments and failures I experi-

ence in the present moment?  This hap-

pens for me when I stay in the present 

moment, breath deeply and try not to fret 

about what could have been.  Accepting 

―what is,‖ without trying to make it into 

something else, gives me a certain free-

dom to move forward in my life. 

Secondly, can I open myself to accept 

whatever gifts God gives me in the pre-

sent moment?  Usually these gifts come 

through the kindness of others.  During 

my four days of illness, Joseph, an em-

ployee of the travel agency, visited me 

twice a day.  He not only inquired about 

my needs but sat quietly with me letting 

me know I was not alone.  The employ-

ees at the hostile where I stayed packed 

my belongings and stored them safely 

until I returned.  The nurses at the clinic 

couldn’t have been more caring.  

They made me as comfortable as 

possible and were there with me 

whenever I got up to make sure I 

did not fall.  Through the presence 

of others, I am strengthened.   All is 

not lost.  Hope survives. 

By the way, I did get to Machu Picchu, not on 

foot as I had hoped, but on the train.  The train 

took only four hours, but the mountain scenery 

was every bit as beautiful and awe inspiring.  I 

met my group in Machu Picchu and toured the 

Inca for most of a day.  What a wonderful jour-

ney!

Other local donations made this year 

include a $100 brick for the hospital 

building fund, and about $527 for His-

panic outreach (Spanish Bibles, the 

Bishop’s fees for the April 2008 confir-

mation, and celebrant’s fee for the 

Quinceañera in June). We expect to 

spend about $600 in December for the 

gift cards to Social Services–listed fami-

Plans are beginning to be made for end-of

-year giving by St. Thomas. We will be 

doing the annual dinner for prisoners—

contact Margie Haaga if you want an 

update on those plans. We’ll also be get-

ting gift cards for families on the Social 

Services list—contact Diantha Stevenson 

for an update on this plan. 

Here is a pretty good estimate of St. Tho-

mas outreach for 2008, as known now. 

As you probably remember, St. Thomas 

gave $2,000 in May for the building of a 

new Yancey County senior center, and 

$2,256 to the Reconciliation House fuel 

fund in February (from the Valentine’s 

fundraiser; St. Thomas & individuals 

donated about another $551 in materials 

needed to put on the fundraiser, so we 

spent about $2,807 on that). 

In addition, we’ve granted (or will grant) 

a total of $5400 ($450 each)—to the fol-

lowing local recipients: Toe River Ac-

lies and for the annual dinner we prepare 

and deliver to prisoners. 

On the non-local scene, we gave a little 

over $600 toward the medical mission 

trip to the Dominican Republic in March, 

and in September we gave $500 for hurri-

cane relief in northern Haiti, through 

Steve and Nancy James, who are long-

time medical missionaries there. We gave 

the diocese $1,000 toward its Mexican 

Habitat for Humanity trip during Lent. 

And we’ve donated about $9,000 to 

David Johnson for his work in the Do-

minican Republic—some of this came 

from budget and some from the fundrais-

ers we had in April. 

This all breaks down to about $11,400 

local giving this year and about $11,000 

in non-local giving. Not bad for a church 

this size, eh?

Quick Cranberry Orange Cake 

1     box white or yellow cake mix 

1     (16-ounce) can whole berry       

cranberry sauce 

½   cup orange juice 

1    tablespoon finely grated orange zest 

2    eggs 

½   cup confectioners’ sugar 

½   cup chopped toasted pecans (optional) 

 

Heat oven to 350 degrees.  Grease and 

flour a 12-cup Bundt or tube pan.  Place 

the cake mix in a bowl of an electric 

mixer.  Reserve 1/3 cup of the cranberry 

sauce for glaze, and add the rest to the 

cake mix along with the orange juice, 

zest, and eggs.  Beat at low speed until 

ingredients are incorporated, then on 

medium for 2 or 3 minutes more. 

Pour batter into prepared pan and bake 30 

to 35 minutes, until top is lightly 

browned and cake tests done.  Let 

cool on wire rack for 30 minutes, 

then invert and remove pan. 

Make the glaze by whisking the 

reserved cranberry sauce with the 

confectioners’ sugar until smooth.  

Spoon over cake.  Sprinkle with 

pecans.  Makes 16 servings.

Luke begin?  According to the Rev. John 

H. Parke, past North American Warden 

writing in ―A brief History of the Order 

of St. Luke‖ several events led to the 

reawakening interest in Christ’s healing 

power, in the 1900’s.  At 

least two events occurred 

in England.  In 1914 the 

Society of the Nazarene 

was formed and by 1926 

the group was officially 

approved and endorsed by the Lambeth 

Conference of Anglican Bishops as the 

healing organization of the Anglican 

Communion.  Meanwhile in the United 

States other healing groups were started 

including a U.S. branch of the Society of 

the Nazarene as well as the Emmanuel 

Movement in Boston, begun in 1906. 

The actual founder of the Order of St. 

Luke was the Rev. John Gayner Banks.  

He and his new bride, EthelTulloch, had 

a dream for gathering various leaders and 

groups under an umbrella of worldwide 

healing fellowship.  Returning from their 

honeymoon in 1930 to San Diego, they 

shared this dream with their small prayer 

group at St. Luke’s Church where Dr. 

Banks had been ap-

pointed Vicar.  The new 

umbrella healing group 

was called the Fellow-

ship of St. Luke the Phy-

sician.  People around 

the country and abroad were soon invited 

to join.  A monthly newsletter would 

serve to draw members together.  The 

name Sharing was chosen. 

Much of the early growth of the Order of 

St. Luke, between 1932 and 1947, was 

due to Dr. Banks’ untiring promotion and 

excellent lectures.  These lectures were 

published under the title Healing Every-

where and are still required reading for 

student’s entering the order. 

The Order of St. Luke is open to all faiths 

and even to those who are not affiliated 

with any denomination.  Our Chapter has 

members from Spruce Pine, Bakersville, 

Micaville, Mars Hill and Burnsville.  Jack 

and Doris Hancox from First Baptist in 

Spruce Pine are life members as is Mary-

allen Estes a member of our St. Thomas 

Parish. 

With the August 21st meeting of the Liv-

ing Faith Chapter of St. Luke, our local 

organization has had three years of activ-

ity.  After a welcome from convener An-

gie Duncan and a short business meeting, 

members of the chapter heard the Rev. 

John Rice speak on ―The Role of Faith in 

Healing.‖ Rev. Rice is currently the Rec-

tor of Good Shepherd Episcopal Church 

in Haynesville, NC.  He also serves as the 

North Carolina State Chaplain for the 

Order of St. Luke. 

Just how and where did the Order of St. 

Ursi Matti as some of you may remember 

is was in our prayer corner September 

2007. She is a mother of young children 

who was battling an aggressive, non-

hormone cancer. She has recently found 

out that her cancer has returned and 

though her faith is strong, she is having a 

hard time dealing with the fact that she 

may not be here for her children.  Please 

put her and her family in her prayers. 

Ursi is also a Swiss Olympic medalist in 

snowboarding and an evangelical chap-

lain of high level athletes.  Her family is 

very close with Diana Donovan’s son, 

Micah.
